3-2. How to replace the tip
/\ CAUTION

@After replacement, the tip remains at a high temperature for a long period of time.
Take care not to get burned.
@When attaching/removing the tips, be sure to turn the power source OFF.

Use the "left/right or top/bottom grooves" of the tip removing attachment to
quickly and safely replace the tip or N2 Soldering Iron Nozzle Assembly.

Note that using too much downward force can damage the tip or
